The candidate will respond to queries about the residency program by email and also promote the program to attract applications international. Applications will be processed for review by the jury, and residencies will be scheduled and confirmed with the artists. The candidate will also assist in the preparation of facilities for residents, the welcoming and orientation of residents to the center and the support of residents with day-to-day queries regarding logistics.
