Proceedings:

The applicants will be contacted by April 5 with the admission decision (accepted/not accepted). The Summer School will be opened and the successful applicants will be requested to pay the Summer School fee
 if the minimal number of applicants submits their applications until deadline. We encourage the participants to send their applications as soon as possible to ensure their participation. Only a limited number of participants can be accepted. 
The participants will be provided with complete organizational information (final program, lecturers, readings, etc.) in advance. The University will provide transportation on arrival and departure of the participants within the city of Bratislava.
Additional Scholarship:

Please note that the organizers can not provide you a scholarship. Applicants are encouraged to explore funding opportunities available through foundations, non-governmental organizations and governmental sources to assist in their payment of fees and travel expenses, such as the Soros Foundation, Konrad-Adenauer-Stiftung, Fridrich Ebert Stiftung, U.S. Embassies or their country's embassy in the Slovak Republic. The University of Economics in Bratislava can provide a letter of support to you.
Certificates

All students will be awarded with a certificate indicating the 6 ETCS credits granted by the University of Economics in Bratislava. Students admitted to the program are expected to participate fully, which means attending all classes, lectures and social events. Active participation at program of the School constitutes the only prerequisite for the final certification.

Visas

For the University of Economics Summer Schools students usually come on tourist/ visitors visa basis. To support student's visas application process, we provide a letter to confirm student's registration for the course. The confirmation letter will be sent to a student upon receipt of the total price of the course.
NOTE: All three countries, the student visits during his/her stay, are in the Schengen Area, which means no extra visa for Austria or Czech Republic is needed.
Airfares
After receiving notification of acceptance, participants should make flight arrangements at once so as to take advantage of reduced advance-purchase fares that may be available. The participants are requested to arrive to Bratislava or Vienna by August 1 at the latest. The program ends on August 14 and students will be kindly asked to vacate the dormitory by August  15.

Cancellation Policy

By submitting this application the applicant takes into account the cancellation policy and confirms that he/she is able to be present in Bratislava for the entirety of the Summer School.
· In case the applicant wishes to withdraw his/her application by March 31, 2010 a 10% of the Summer School fee will apply as a cancellation fee. 

· In case the applicant wishes to withdraw his/her application in the period since March 31 to July 20, 2010 a 50% of the Summer School fee will apply as a cancellation fee. 

· In case the applicant wishes to withdraw his/her application after July 20, 2010 a 90% of the Summer School fee will apply as a cancellation fee. 

· In case of no show, 100% of the Summer School fee will apply as a cancellation fee. 

The cancellation fees will be used on transfer fees, labor costs, and home cancellation fees. Absence from classes does not constitute an official withdrawal from the Summer School. If your plans change or you are unable to attend the School, you must officially withdraw from it by a written request to the below listed address. Failure to do so will result in considering your absence as “no show”.
