	Aims 

The aim of the course is to provide students with understanding of theoretical concepts of the sustainable development.

	Annotation 

The course introduces main themes relevant for the sustained development of countries in the period of globalization and transition to the knowledge based economies. It looks at main aspects of the problem from the perspective of microeconomics (e.g. providing a corporate perspective, looking at the impact of the developments in specific markets), explains the role of the institutional, policy and regulatory framework. The analysis is put into the international context, pointing out to specific aspects of sustainable development in the context of countries at different stages of economic and social development concentrating on the situation in the European Union. Throughout the course the number of recognized managers and policy-makers will be invited as guest-speakers to share their experience with tackling the problem of development from different perspectives.
