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MINULOST, PRITOMNOST A BUDUCNOST FAKULTY
APLIKOVANYCH JAZYKOV EU V BRATISLAVE

As early as in the first academic year 1940/41 seven foreign languages were
taught at this University (German, English, French, lItalian, Spanish, Russian,
and Hungarian). The structure of language programme corresponded to the then
situation: German was taught as a compulsory subject and apart from it two
other languages were studied as compulsory subjects. The academic staff of the
first language teaching unit at the then Higher School of Economics in Bratislava
included not only instructors—native speakers of German, French and lItalian
languages, but also such renowned personalities of the Czechoslovak linguistics as
Alexander Isacenko and Wiliam Schwanzer. Organisation of language teaching at
the University as well as the content, structure, importance and also preferences of
individual languages studied have been changing in the course of the University s
development.

1 Z histérie Ustavu jazykov EU v Bratislave

Uz zakladatelia prvej ekonomickej vysokej skoly na Slovensku — Vysokej skoly
obchodnej, ked’ sa uz v prvom akademickom roku 1940/41 zacalo vyucovat az 7
cudzich jazykov (nemcina, anglictina, franctizstina, taliancina, $panielCina, rustina
a madar¢ina), mali mimoriadny zaujem o rozvoj vyucby cudzich jazykov na tejto
inSitacii. Ich struktura bola poplatnd dobe — povinnym jazykom bola nemc¢ina a popri
nej sa Studovali povinne d’al$ie dva jazyky.

K pracovnikom prvého jazykového pracoviska na vtedajsej Vysokej skole ekono-
mickej patrili popri zahrani¢nych lektoroch nemeckého, franctzskeho a talianskeho
jazyka také vyznamné osobnosti ¢eskoslovenskej lingvistiky, ako Alexander Isacen-
ko a Wiliam Schwanzer.

Organizacné a institucionalne zabezpecovanie Studia jazykov, rovnako ako aj
rozsah, Struktura, vyznam a preferencie jednotlivych studovanych jazykov, sa v r6z-
nych obdobiach historického vyvoja univerzity menilo.

V rokoch 1940 — 1953 vyucovanie cudzich jazykov zabezpetoval Ustav
pre Studium cudzich jazykov ako jeden zo siedmich tstavov Vysokej skoly obchod-
nej a neskor Vysokej skoly hospodarskych vied.
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
